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Kuala Lumpur originated as a shanty-mining outpost for the tin trade in the 1800's at the confluence of the Gombak
and Klang Rivers. Today, KL, as it is popularly known, is a bustling metropolis. It is the federal capital of Malaysia
and is the principal center of commerce, politics, entertainment and international activities. Kuala Lumpur serves as
the pulse of the nation, with a population of 1.5 million people.
